And whereas, it is necessary to conserve and frifte@rea the extent and boundary of which areifipa in
paragraph 1 of this notification, around the prt#dcarea of Nangal Wildlife Sanctuary as Eco-safsiZone from
ecological, environmental and biodiversity poinvadw and prohibit industries or class of industréad their operations
and processes in the said Eco-sensitive Zone.

Now therefore, in exercise of the power conferrgditb section(1) and clauses (v) and (xiv) of settien (2)
and sub-section (3) of section 3 of the Environnfenbtection) Act 1986 (29 of 1986) read with suker(3) of rule 5 of

2.  Zonal Master Plan for Eco-sensitive Zone.{2) The State Government shall, for the purposehef Eco-
sensitive Zone prepare, a Zonal Master Plan,invith period of two years from the date of publicatiof this
notification in the Official Gazette, in consul@ti with local people and adhering to the stipulaiaiven in this
notification for consideration and approval of ttempetent authority in the State Government.

(2) The Zonal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive&ehall be prepared by the State Government in sizatner
as is specified in this notification and also imsonance with the relevant Central and State lavdsthe
guidelines issued by the Central Government, if any

3) The Zonal Master Plan shall be prepared insgbation with the following State Departments, for
integrating the ecological and environmental comsitions into the said plan:-

(i) Forest and Wildlife;
(iif) Agriculture;
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(iv) Revenue;

(v) Urban Development;

(vi) Tourism;

(vii) Rural Development;

(4) The Zonal Master Plan shall not impose anyrictigin on the approved existing land use, infracture and
activities, unless so specified in this notificatiand the Zonal Master Plan shall factor in improgat of all
infrastructure and activities to be more efficiant eco-friendly.

(5) The Zonal Master Plan shall provide for redioraof denuded areas, conservation of existingemaddies,
management of catchment areas, watershed managegrenindwater management, soil and moisture
conservation, needs of local community and suclerottspects of the ecology and environment that need
attention.

(6) The Zonal Master Plan shall demarcate allekisting worshipping places, village and urbanlseténts,

types and kinds of forests, agricultural areastiléedands, green area, such as, parks and likeepla
horticultural areas, orchards, lakes and other miatelies with supporting maps and the said plarl $fe

supported by maps giving details of existing amappsed land use features.

(7) The Zonal Master Plan shall regulate develognianEco-sensitive Zone as to ensure eco-friendly
development for livelihood security of local comnities.

(8) The Zonal Master Plan shall be a reference mhect for the in accordance with Monitoring Comnatfer
carrying out its functions of monitoring the praeiss of this notification.
