WHEREAS, the Nargu Wildlife Sanctuary located in mda District of Himachal Pradesh and lying betweéaorth

Latitude 3206'49” N and Longitude 746'35" E, East Latitude 3%2'54” N and Longitude 7P4'50” E, South
Latitude 3948'42” N and Longitude 702'41” E, West Latitude 3P1'39” N and Longitude 761'31” E is spread
over an area of 132.37 Square Kilometres.

AND WHEREAS, the flora and fauna represent rich biologicahBigance of this Sanctuary. Tteeea haforestsof,
Deodar, Fir, Spruce and Kall among conifers hash variety ofbroad leavedpp.Among themarePrunus, AcerJuglans,
Buxus,RhododendrorCeltis, Betula, Uimus, Aesculus, Alnus, Myriamdother miscellaneous species providing unsterey.

AND WHEREAS, the fauna and the area include Westeagopan Himalayan Monal, Chukor, Koklash, Kaléajsk
Deer, Barking Deer, Leopard, Leopard Cat, Jungle Banalayan yellow throated marten, Black bearp\&n bear,
Porcupine, Flying squirrel, Money and Langoor;

AND WHEREAS, it is necessary to conserve and protect the #reaextent and boundaries of which is
specified in paragraph 1 of this notification suimding the protected area of Nargu Wildlife Sanctwes Eco-Sensitive
Zone from ecological, environmental and biodivergidint of view and to prohibit industries or clasfsindustries and
their operations and processes in the said Ecatsengone;

NOW, THEREFORE, in exercise of the powers confelrgdub-section(1) and clauses (v) and (xiv) of-settion (2)
and sub-section (3) of Section 3 of the Environn{Enotection) Act 1986 (29 of 1986) read with suker(3) of rule 5 of

Sanctuary Eco-sensitive Zone (hereinafter refelwess the Eco-sensitive Zone) details of whichearender, namely:-
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1. Extent and boundaries of Eco-sensitive Zone(1) The Eco-Sensitive Zone shall be of 50.42 Squarenkéire
with an extent upto 1 kilometer around the duawildlife Sanctuary Wildlife Sanctuary and thetliof
villages falling in Eco-Sensitive Zone are giverAanhexure-I.

(2) The GPS Co-ordinatex points along the boundary of Nargu Wildlife Straey are given at Annexure-II.

(3) The map of the Eco-sensitive Zone aleiitlp the boundary details, latitudes and longigidite appended as
Annexure-lIl.

2. Zonal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone(ll) The State Government shall, for the purposthefEco-
sensitive Zone, prepare a Zonal Master Plan, withiperiod of two years from the date of publicataf the final
notification in the Official Gazette, in consul@ti with local people and adhering to the stipulaiaiven in this
notification.

State Government.

@) The Zonal Master Plan shall demarcate all tRkesting worshipping places, village and urban
settlements, types and kinds of forests, tribahsragricultural areas, fertile lands, green asaah as, parks
and like places, horticultural areas, orchardsdadnd other water bodies.

(8) The Zonal Master Plan shall regulate develognrefEco-sensitive Zone so as to ensure eco-friendl
development for livelihood security of local comrities.

Provided also that any error appearing in the laubrds within the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be exiad by
the State Government, after obtaining the viewMohitoring Committee, once in each case and theection of said
error shall be intimated to the Central Governnierhe Ministry of Environment, Forest and Clim&tbange:

Provided also that the above correction of errallshot include change of land use in any case xes
provided under this sub-paragraph:

Provided also that there shall be no consequemrthlction in green area, such as forest area amcubgral
area and efforts shall be made to reforest theathasunproductive agricultural areas.

(2) Natural springs.-The catchment areas of all natural springs shalldeatified and plans for their
conservation and rejuvenation shall be incorporatetde Zonal Master Plan and the guidelines dtelirawn up by the
State Government in such a manner as to prohibildpment activities at or near these areas whietdatrimental to
such areas.

3) Tourism.- (a) The activity relating to tourism within the Eco-s#ive Zone shall be as per Tourism
Master Plan, which shall form part of the Zonal ka$lan.
