S.0. 2169 (E).—Whereas, a draft notification under sub-section (1), clause (v) and clause (xiv) of sub-section
(2) and sub-section (3) of section 3 of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986) was published, as required
under sub-rule (3) of rule 5 of the Environment (Protection) Rules, 1986, vide notification of the Government of India in
the erstwhile Ministry of Environment and Forests number S.O. 359 (E), dated the 6th February, 2014, inviting
objections and suggestions from all persons likely to be affected thereby, within a period of sixty days from the date on
which copies of the Gazette containing the said notification were made available to the public;

And whereas, copies of the said Gazette were made available to the public on 6th February, 2014;

And whereas, suggestions received in respect of the proposed draft notification have been considered by the
Central Government;

And whereas, the Shingba Rhododendron Sanctuary (hereinafter referred to as the sanctuary) lies almost in the
Centre of North District, Sikkim andthe main entry point is Phunyi.

And whereasAS, the sanctuary is approachable by road, as the Gangtok Yumthang road (North Sikkim
Highway) goes through this sanctuary via Phunyi;

And whereas,the nearest town or habitation from the Southern boundary line is Lachung, which is 8 kilometers
away and the area of the sanctuary is 43square kilometres;

And, whereas, the sanctuary possesses a wide range of microclimates, leading to a vast floral diversity right
from the temperate forests to the alpine meadows and the altitudinal gradient varies from 3048 meters to 4575 meters and
these diverse forest types in turn shelter a wide range of fauna;

And whereas, the sanctuary has been created to protect the magnificent rhododendron forests, along with its
unique fauna and its flagship species and the Rhododendron nevium (the State tree of Sikkim) is found naturally in this
sanctuary;,

And whereas, the sanctuary is known for its unique abundance of trees and shrubs and about 36 species of
rhododendrons have been recorded from the sanctuary.

And whereas,sanctuary is also rich in ground flora such as primulas, potentillas, gentians, saxifrages, poppies
and aconites. Silver fir, spruce, larch, juniper, maple festooned with trailing lichens are quite common;

And whereas, the ground is covered with a dense carpet of moss protecting the soil and its inhabitants from the
severity of cold winter and major significance of the sanctuary being the number of scheduled species specified in
Schedule-I of the Wild Life (Protection) Act, 1972 (53 of 1972) it harbours are given maximum protection;

And whereas, the sanctuary is rich in himalayan fauna and flora and as per Champion and Seth classification,
the flora may be classified as, east himalayan mixed coniferous forest type, birch-rhododendron scrub forest type and
alpine pastures type;

And whereas, main species in the upper storey,inter-alia include, Abies densa (Gobre Salla), Picea smithiana
(Spruce), Tsuga dumosa (Hemlock), Betula alnoides (Saur), Salix babylonica (Weeping willow), Salix sikkimensis,
Rhododendron species (Chimal), Betula utilis (Bhujpat), Acer campelli, Larix griffithiana(Larch), Juniperus indica,
Juniperus recurva, Rhododendron campanulatum, Rhododendron barbaratum, Rhododendron arboretum and the like.

And whereas, the key species of this area being the State tree Rhododendron nevium which occurs naturally in
this region and common herbs are Primula, Anemone, Fritillaria, Iris, Gentiana, Arisaema, Saussurea, with many
Rananculaceac, Cruciferae and Compositaeetc.The State tree of Sikkim Rhododendron nevium is endemic to this region;

And whereas, the sanctuary is suitable habitat for ungulates and galliformes of the Himalayas, viz.,serow, goral,
khalij pheasant, monal pheasant, blood pheasant etc. and the area also forms a corridor for animals like blue sheep and
snow leopard;

And whereas, the area is also rich in avifaunal diversity and the Yumesamdong-Sebula-Singba-Katao complex
figures prominently in the important bird areas of the State;

And whereas, the majority of the proposed Eco-sensitive area is part of a contiguous reserve forest and it is an
important habitat for snow leopard, red panda, clouded leopard, blue sheep and many high altitude galliformes;

And whereas, it has become necessary to specify certain areas around the Shingba Rhododendron Sanctuary as
Eco-sensitive zone and to prohibit industries or processes or class of industries, operations or processes in the said Eco-
sensitive zone.
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Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1), clause (v) and clause (xiv) of sub-section
(2) and sub-section (3) of section 3 of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986) read with sub-rule (3) of rule
5 of the Environment (Protection) Rules, 1986, the Central Government hereby notifies an area up to 50 metres from the
boundary of the Shingba Rhododendron Sanctuary in the State of Sikkim as the Eco-sensitive Zone, details of which are
as under, namely:-

@) Extent and boundaries of Eco-sensitive Zone.—(1)The Eco-sensitive Zone varies from 25 meters to 50
meters from the boundary of the Shingba Rhododendron Sanctuary and the extent of the said Eco-sensitive Zone shall be
25 meters, where the slope is more than 45 degree and the places where the slope is less than 45 degree, the extent of
Eco-sensitive zone shall be 50 metres.

2) The Eco-sensitive Zone is bounded by 27° 44" 43" N latitude and 88°45'48”E longitude towards east (Reference
point No. 9 of map); 27°44'51"N latitude and 88°4125"E longitude towards west (Reference point No. 6 of map);
27°47'55"N latitude and 88°44'44"E longitude towards north (Reference point No.l of map) and 27°43"23"N latitude and
88°44'51"E longitude towards south(Reference point No.7 of map).

3) The map of Eco-sensitive Zone boundary together with its latitudes and longitudes of extremes and extent is
appended to this notification as Annexure I.

“) The Lachung village falling within the Shingba Rhododendron Sanctuary Eco-sensitive Zone alongwith its
longitudes and latitudes at prominent points is appended to this notification as Annexure II.

5) Provided that the Annexure II shall be submit to confirmation by the State Government in the Zonal Master
Plan.
2. Zonal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone.—(1) The State Government shall, for the purpose of effective

management of the Eco-sensitive Zone, prepare a Zonal Master Plan within a period of two years from the date of
publication of this notification in the Official Gazette, for the consideration and approval of the Central Government in
the Ministry of Environment, Forests and Climate Change, in consultation with the local people and with the following
concerned State Departments, namely:—

(i)  Forest, Environment and Wildlife Management;
@ii))  Sikkim Police;

(iii) Urban Housing Development;

(iv) Tourism;

(v)  Rural Management and Development;

(vi) Irrigation and Flood Control,

(vii) Public Works Development;

(viii) Land Revenue; and

(ix) Disaster Management.

(2) The Zonal Master Plan shall provide for restoration of degraded areas, conservation of existing water bodies,
management of catchment areas, watershed management, ground water management, soil and moisture conservation,
needs of local community and such other aspects of ecology and environment that need attention.

(3) The Zonal Master Plan shall demarcate all the existing and proposed urban settlements, village settlements,
types and kinds of forest, agriculture areas, horticultural areas, lakes, other water bodies and entrepreneurial units.

(4) The Zonal Master Plan shall contain the measures as may be specified by the Central Government or the State
Government, for regulation of activities specified under column (2) of the table specified in paragraph 4.

(5) The Zonal Master Plan so prepared shall be co-terminus with the regional development plan.

3. Measures to be taken by State Government.—The State Government shall take the following measures for
giving effect to the provisions of this notification, namely:—

(1) Land Use.—Forests, horticulture areas, agricultural areas, parks and open spaces earmarked for recreational purposes
in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall not be used or converted into areas for commercial or industrial related development
activities:
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Provided that the conversion of agricultural lands within the Eco-sensitive Zonemay be permitted on the
recommendation of the State Level Eco-sensitive Zone Monitoring Committee (SESZMC), and with the prior approval
of the State Government, to meet the residential needs of the local residents, and for the activities listed at item numbers
12, 25, 26, 30 and 31 specified under column (2) of the table in paragraph 4, namely:-

(i) Rainwater harvesting,

(ii) Cottage industries including village artisans, etc.,

(ii1) Small scale industries not causing pollution,

(iv) Eco-tourism facilities like home stays, ropeways, kiosks, funiculars, etc; and
(v) Security Forces Camp:

Provided further that no use of tribal land shall be permitted for commercial or industrial related development
activities without the prior approval of the State Government and without compliance of the provisions of the law for the
time being in force, including the Scheduled Tribes and other Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights)
Act, 2006 (2 of 2007):

Provided also that any error appearing in the land records within the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be corrected by
the State Government, after obtaining the views of SESZMC, only once in each case and the correction of said error shall
be intimated to the Central Government in the Ministry of Environment, Forests and Climate Change:

Provided also that the above correction of error shall not include change of land use in any case except as
provided under this sub-paragraph.

(2) Natural Springs.—The catchment areas of all springs shall be identified and plans for their conservation and
rejuvenation shall be incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan and strict guidelines be drawn up for the prohibition of
development activities at or near these areas.

(3) Tourism.- The activity relating to tourism within the Eco-sensitive Zone which shall form part of the Zonal Master
Plan shall be as under, namely:-

(6] all new tourism activities or expansion of existing tourism activities within the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be in
accordance with the guidelines issued by the Central Government in the Ministry of Environment, Forests and Climate
Change and the Ministry of Tourism and by the National Tiger Conservation Authority, with emphasis on eco-tourism,
eco-education and eco-development and based on carrying capacity study of the Eco-sensitive Zone;

(ii) new construction of any kind shall not be allowed within the Eco-sensitive Zone except the activity specified at
item No. 30 relating to eco-tourism facilities like home stays, ropeways, kiosks, funiculars, etc. under column (2) of the
Table in paragraph 4;

(iii) till the Zonal Master Plan is approved, development for tourism and expansion of existing tourism activities
shall be permitted by the concerned regulatory authorities based on the actual site specific scruitinisation and
recommendation of the SESZMC.

(4) Natural heritage.—All sites of valuable natural heritage in the Eco-sensitive Zone such as the gene pool reserve
areas, rock formations, waterfalls, springs, gorges, groves, caves, points, walks, rides, cliffs, etc. shall be identified and
be preserved and proper plan be drawn up for their protection and conservation, within six months from the date of
publication of this notification and such plans shall form part of the Zonal Master Plan.

(5) Noise pollution.—The Environment Department or the State Forest Department of Sikkim shall draw up guidelines
and regulations for the control of noise pollution in the Eco-sensitive Zone in accordance with the provisions of the Air
(Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1981 (14 of 1981).

(6) Air pollution.—TheEnvironment Department or the State Forest Department of Sikkim shall draw up guidelines and
regulations for the control of air pollution in the Eco-sensitive Zone in accordance with the provisions of the Air

(Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1981 (14 of 1981).

(7) Discharge of effluents.—Thedischarge of treated effluent in Eco-sensitive Zone shall be in accordance with the
provisions of the Water (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1974(6 of 1974).

(8) Solid wastes.—Disposal of solid wastes shall be as under:—
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(1) The solid waste disposal in Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out as per the provisions of the Municipal Solid Waste
(Management and Handling) Rules, 2000 published by the Government of India in the Ministry of Environment, Forests
and Climate Change vide notification number S.O. 908(E), dated the 25th September, 2000;

(ii) the local authorities shall draw up plans for the segregation of solid wastes into biodegradable and non-biodegradable
components;

(iii) the biodegradable material shall be recycled preferably through composting or vermiculture;
(iv) the inorganic material shall be disposed of in an environmentally acceptable manner.

) Bio-medical waste.—The bio-medical waste disposal in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out as per the
provisions of the Bio-Medical Waste (Management and Handling) Rules, 1998 published by the Government of India in
the Ministry of Environment, Forests and Climate Change vide Notification number S.O. 630(E), dated the 20th July,
1998.

(10) Vehicular traffic.—The vehicular movement of traffic shall be regulated in a habitat friendly manner and specific
provisions in this regard shall be incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan and till such time as the Zonal master plan is
prepared and approved by the Ministry of Environment, Forests and Climate Change, SESZMC shall monitor
compliance of vehicular movement as per the rules and regulations in force.

4. List of activities prohibited or to be regulated within the Eco-sensitive Zone.—All activities in the Eco-sensitive
Zone shall be governed by the provisions of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986) and be regulated in the
manner specified in the Table below, namely:-

1533(E), dated the 14th September, 2006, and are falling in the Eco-
sensitive Zone, except the prohibited activities as specified in column (3) of the Table under paragraph 4
thereof, shall be scrutinised by the SESZMC based on the actual site-specific conditions and referred to the
Central Government in the Ministry of Environment, Forests and Climate Change for prior environmental
clearances under the provisions of the said notification.

The activities that are not covered in the Schedule to the notification of the Government of India in the
Ministry of Environment and Forests number S.O. 1533(E), dated the 14th September, 2006 but are falling in
the Eco-sensitive Zone, except the prohibited activities as specified in column (3) of the Table under paragraph
4 thereof, shall be scrutinised by the SESZMC based on the actual site-specific conditions and referred to the
concerned Regulatory Authorities.

The Member Secretary of the SESZMC or the concerned Collector or the concerned park in-charge shall be
competent to file complaints under section 19 of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 against any person
who contravenes the provisions of this notification.

The SESZMC may invite representatives or experts from concerned Departments, representatives from
Industry Associations or concerned stakeholders to assist in its deliberations depending on the requirements on
issue to issue basis.

The State Level Eco-sensitive Zone Monitoring Committee shall submit the annual action taken report of its
activities as on 31st March of every year by 30th June of that year to the Central Government in the Ministry
of Environment and Forests and Climate Change as per proforma given in Annexure III.

The Central Government in the Ministry of Environment, Forests and Climate Change may give such directions,

as it deems fit, to the SESZMC for effective discharge of its functions.
