3497(E).—The following draft of the notification, which the Central Government proposes to
issue in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1), read with clause (v) and clause (xiv) of
sub-section (2) and sub-section (3) of section 3 of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986) is
hereby published, as required under sub-rule (3) of rule 5 of the Environment (Protection) Rules, 1986, for
the information of the public likely to be affected thereby; and notice is hereby given that the said draft
notification shall be taken into consideration on or after the expiry of a period of sixty days from the date on
which copies of the Gazette containing this notification are made available to the public;

Draft Notification

WHEREAS, the Nongkhyllem Reserved Forest was constituted in stages during the regime of the
erstwhile British Government vide Government of Assam Gazette Notification Nos.- (a) 4692, dated
23rd July, 1909 (b) 2016, dated the 12th May, 1913 (c) 2017R, dated the 12th May, 1913 (d) 3463R,
dated the 14th July, 1913, (e) 3412R, dated the 14th November, 1933 and (f) 864-GJ, dated the
14th February, 1939; due to abundance of wildlife and good habitat qualities, the eastern part of
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Nongkhyllem Reserve of 29 square kilometre area was converted to a Wildlife Sanctuary in 1981 and the
remaining part of the Reserve Forests was subjected to intensive protection and conservation measures and it
is due to this, that these forests have retained their pristine value;

AND WHEREAS, the area comprises fully of hills and valleys, along which, flow numerous streams
that join the rivers Umtrew, Umtasor and Umsaw, which surrounds the area; the altitude of the area ranges
from 200 meters to 800 meters and the highest point is Mawkyndah with an altitude of 965 meters; steep hill
slopes are not common and occur only along certain portions of the banks of Umtrew and Umtasor rivers;

AND WHEREAS, the Sanctuary and the Reserve Forests fall in the (North Eastern India) region
classified as a global bio-diversity hot spot under the Eastern Himalayan Endemic Bird Area (Collar et. Al)
and this area is rich in Floral and Faunal weath;

AND WHEREAS, the Nongkhyllem Wildlife Sanctuary is Tropical Mixed Evergreen forests, in the
Northern portion of Nongkhyllem, the vegetation is mostly moist deciduous type of Forest, towards the
southern portion the deciduous components decrease gradually with more percentage of evergreen species
including some sub-tropical and some temperate; as a whole, the general woody vegetation presents a
homogenous appearance mixed with bamboo forests and grassy slopes and the vegetation changes with
altitude presenting a three-storeyed appearance where large trees with spreading crowns and tall boles
forming the top canopy which act as shelter for varieties of epiphytes;

AND WHEREAS, the Sal is the dominant tree species in the area and other tree species which are its
associates are Mesua ferea, Lagerstroemia parvifora, Sahima wallichii, Acrocarpus fraxinifolius, Alstonia
scholaris, Bombas ceiba, Artocarpus chaplasha, Bischolfia javanica, Castanopsis histrix, C. Indica C.
Tribuloides, Cinnamommumm tamala, Elaeocarpus floribundus, Lannea coromandilica, Toona ciliate,
Syzygium spp. Callicarpa arborea, Careya arborea, Emblica officinalis, Gmelina arborea, Gynocardia
odorata, Mallotus philippensis, Sapium spp, Alpinia malaccensis, Hollarhena antidisentrica, Amomum spp.,
Colocasia esculenta, Costus speciosus, Globba multiflora, Oxalis corniculata, phragmites karka, Zinggiber
zerumbet, Z. Capitatum, Z. Cassununen, Cyperus spp. etc.; the common large woody shrubs are Abroma
augusta, Allophyllus cobbe, Antidesma acuminatum, Aporosa boxburghii, Bochmeria platyphvlla, Casearia
vareca, Clerodendrum bracteatum, Croton caudatus, Eurya acuminate, Glycosmis mauritiana, Holmskoldia
sanguine, Itea macrophvlla, Ixora acuminate, Leea aspera worthii, Maoutia puya Mussaenda macrephalla, M.
rexburghii, Pavetta indica etc.; the common herbs are Achyranthes aspera, Amaranthus spinosus, Celossia
argentica, Cyathula prostrate, Echinochloa hirta,Comphostemma parviflorum, Orthosiphen incurvus,
Phyllanthus debilis, Houttynia cordata etc.; the gregarious grasses are Arundineria bengalensis, A. nepalensis,
Centehecca lappacea, Digitaria scendens, Echineclea cruspavenis, Ichnanthus vicinus, Laphatherum gracile,
Oplismenus composites, Panicum brevifelium. P. paludesum, P. flavidun and Lianas and climbers are Butea
parviflora, Derris eliptica, Entada purseatha, Millettia cinerea, M. pachycarpa; and the common shrubby
twiners are Mucuna macrocarpa, Aspidepteris elliptica, Bvttneria grandifolia, Combretum punctatum,
Dalhdusea bracteata, iodes haokeriana, Natsiatum herpeticum and Roydsia suaveglens, and Uncaria pilosa
and U. sessilifructus are two weak climbers on large shrubs in the dense Forest;

AND WHEREAS, the area harbours over 50 species of mammals and 25 species of reptiles, out of
140 species of mammals listed in Schedule-I to the Wildlife (Protection) Act, 1972 (53 of 1972), about 30
species are found here, notable species, being the Clouded Leopard, Leopard, Hoolock gibbon, Elephant,
Gaur, Binturong and Great Indian Hornbill; many water bodies and streams in and around the area are good
breeding sites for endangered species of fish like the Hill Mahseer, Chocolate Mahseer and reptiles such as
the Khasi Hills Water Tortoise and the Water monitor lizard, which have become very rare;

AND WHEREAS, with more than 400 species of birds in less than 200 square kilometre area,
Nongkhyllem Wildlife Sanctuary and adjacent areas including the Nongkhyllem Reserved Forest and Umiam
reservoir and undoubtedly important areas from conservation and boi-diversity point of view and the
endangered species such as the Rufous necked hornbill have become extremely rare due to habitat shrinkage
and poaching;

AND WHEREAS, some species have been recorded for the first time in Meghalaya, these are Great
Crested Grebe, Black necked Grebe, Red necked Grebe, Indian Shag, Little green heron, Tiger of Malay
Bittern, Greater adjutant stork and Black headed gull;

AND WHEREAS, threatened and near-threatened species such as the Darter, Darden’s or Blyth’s
Baza, Painted Stork, lesser or Himalayan Grey-headed fish eagle, Black or king Vulture, Long-Billed vulture,
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white necked vulture, white legged Falconet, white cheeked Hill Partridge, Wood Snipe, Tawny Fish Owl,
Blyth’s Kingfisher, Rufous necked Hornbill, Spangled Drongo, Spotted winged Stare and Grey Sibia have
also been recorded during the survey and some in the recent past;

AND WHEREAS, it is necessary to conserve and protect the area, the extent and boundaries of
which is specified in paragraph 1 of this notification, around the protected area of the Nongkhyllem Wildlife
Sanctuary as Eco-sensitive Zone from ecological and environmental point of view and to prohibit industries
or class of industries and their operations and processes in the said Eco-sensitive Zone;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1), clause (v) and clause (xiv) of
sub-section (2) and sub-section (3) of section 3 of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of 1986), read
with sub-rule (3) of rule 5 of the Environment (Protection) Rules, 1986, the Central Government hereby
notifies an area to an extent varying from 335.07 metres to 8.43 kilometres from the boundary of the
Nongkhyllem Wildlife Sanctuary in the State of Meghalaya as the Nongkhyllem Wildlife Sanctuary Eco-
sensitive Zone (hereinafter referred to as the Eco-sensitive Zone), details of which are as under, namely:-

1. Extent and boundaries of Eco-sensitive Zone.-(1)The extent of Eco-sensitive Zone varies from
335.07metres to 8.43 kilometres from the boundary of the Nongkhyllem Wildlife Sanctuary and the total area
of the Eco- sensitive Zone is about 202.87 square kilometre.

) The boundary description of the Eco-sensitive Zone is appended as Annexure 1.

3 The map of Eco-sensitive Zone boundary together with its latitudes and longitudes is appended as
Annexure IL

(4) The list of the villages falling within Eco-sensitive Zone along with coordinates of the prominent points is
appended as Annexure III.

2. Zonal Master Plan for Eco-sensitive Zone.-(1) The State Government shall, for the purpose of the Eco-
sensitive Zone prepare, a Zonal Master Plan, within a period of two years from the date of publication of
final notification in the Official Gazette, in consultation with local people and adhering to the stipulations
given in this notification.

2) The Zonal Master Plan shall be approved by the competent authority in the State Government.

3 The Zonal Master Plan for the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be prepared by the State Government in such
manner as is specified in this notification and also in consonance with the relevant Central and State laws and
the guidelines issued by the Central Government, if any.
@ The Zonal Master Plan shall be prepared in consultation with all concerned State Departments,
namely:-
(i)  Environment;
(i1)  Forest;
(iii)  Urban Development;
(iv)  Tourism;
(v)  Municipal;
(vi) Revenue;
(vii)  Agriculture; and
(viii)  Meghalaya State Pollution Control Board,
for integrating environmental and ecological considerations into it.
&) The Zonal Master Plan shall not impose any restriction on the approved existing land use,
infrastructure and activities, unless so specified in this notification and the Zonal Master Plan shall factor in
improvement of all infrastructure and activities to be more efficient and eco-friendly.
(6) The Zonal Master plan shall provide for restoration of denuded areas, conservation of existing water
bodies, management of catchment areas, watershed management, groundwater management, soil and
moisture conservation, need of local community and such other aspects of the ecology and environment that
need attention.
@) The Zonal Master Plan shall demarcate all the existing and proposed worshipping places, village and
urban settlements, types and kinds of forests, agricultural areas, fertile lands, green area, such as, parks and
like places, horticultural areas, orchards, lakes and other water bodies.
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(8 The Zonal Master Plan shall regulate development in Eco-sensitive Zone so as to ensure eco-friendly
development and livelihood security of local communities.

3. Measures to be taken by State Government.-The State Government shall take the following
measures for giving effect to the provisions of this notification, namely:-

(1) Landuse.- Forests, horticulture areas, agricultural areas, parks and open spaces earmarked for recreational
purposes in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall not be used or converted into areas for commercial or industrial
related development activities:

Provided that the conversion of agricultural lands within the Eco-sensitive Zone may be permitted on
the recommendation of the Monitoring Committee, and with the prior approval of the State Government, to
meet the residential needs of local residents, and for the activities listed against serial numbers 24, 29, 31 and
36 in column (2) of the Table in paragraph 4, namely:-

1) Small scale industries not causing pollution;
(ii) Eco-friendly cottages for temporary occupation of tourists, such as tents, wooden houses, for

Eco-friendly tourism activities;

(ii1) Rainwater harvesting; and
@iv) Cottage industries including village artisans:

Provided further that no use of tribal land shall be permitted for commercial and industrial
development activities without the prior approval of the State Government and without compliance of the
provisions of article 244 of the Constitution or the law for the time being in force, including the Scheduled
Tribes and other Traditional Forest Dwellers (Recognition of Forest Rights) Act, 2006 (2 of 2007):

Provided also that any error appearing in the land records within the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be
corrected by the State Government, after obtaining the views of the Monitoring Committee, once in each case
and the correction of said error shall be intimated to the Central Government in the Ministry of Environment,
Forest and Climate Change:

Provided also that the above correction of error shall not include change of land use in any case
except as provided under this sub-paragraph:

Provided also that there shall be no consequential reduction in green area, such as forest area and
agricultural area and efforts shall be made to reforest the unused or unproductive agricultural areas.

(2) Natural springs.-The catchment areas of all natural springs shall be identified and plans for their
conservation and rejuvenation shall be incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan and the guidelines shall be
drawn up by the State Government in such a manner as to prohibit development activities at or near these
areas which are detrimental to such areas.

(3) Tourism.-(a) The activity relating to tourism within the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be as per Tourism
Master Plan, which shall form part of the Zonal Master Plan.

(b) The Tourism Master Plan shall be prepared by Department of Tourism, Government of Meghalaya in
consultation with Department of Revenue and Forests, Government of Meghalaya.

(c) The activity of tourism shall be regulated as under, namely:-

@) all new tourism activities or expansion of existing tourism activities within the Eco-sensitive Zone
shall be in accordance with the guidelines issued by the Central Government in the Ministry of Environment,
Forest and Climate Change and the eco-tourism guidelines issued by National Tiger Conservation Authority,
(as amended from time to time) with emphasis on eco-tourism, eco-education and eco-development and based
on carrying capacity study of the Eco-sensitive Zone;

(i) new construction of hotels and resorts shall not be allowed within one kilometre from the boundary
of the Nongkhyllem Wildlife Sanctuary except for accommodation for temporary occupation of tourists
related to Eco-friendly tourism activities:

Provided that beyond the distance of one kilometer from the boundary of the protected areas till the
extent of the Eco-sensitive Zone, the establishment of new hotels and resorts shall be permitted only in pre-
defined and designated areas for eco-tourism facilities as per Tourism Master Plan;
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(iii) till the Zonal Master Plan is approved, development for tourism and expansion of existing tourism
activities shall be permitted by the concerned regulatory authorities based on the actual site specific scrutiny
and recommendation of the Monitoring Committee.

(4) Natural heritage.- All sites of valuable natural heritage in the Eco-sensitive Zone, such as the gene pool
reserve areas, rock formations, waterfalls, springs, gorges, groves, caves, points, walks, rides, cliffs, etc. shall
be identified and preserved and plan shall be drawn up for their protection and conservation, within six
months from the date of publication of this notification and such plan shall form part of the Zonal Master
Plan.

®)) Man-made heritage sites.- Buildings, structures, artefacts, areas and precincts of historical,
architectural, aesthetic, and cultural significance shall be identified in the Eco-sensitive Zone and plans for
their conservation shall be prepared within six months from the date of publication of this notification and
incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan.

(6) Noise pollution.- The Environment Department of the State Government shall draw up guidelines and
regulations for the control of noise pollution in the Eco-sensitive Zone in accordance with the provisions of
the Air (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1981(14 of 1981)and the rules made thereunder.

(7) Air pollution.- The Environment Department of the State Government shall draw up guidelines and
regulations for the control of air pollution in the Eco-sensitive Zone in accordance with the provisions of the
Air (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1981 (14 of 1981)and the rules made thereunder.

(8) Discharge of effluents.- The discharge of treated effluent in Eco-sensitive Zone shall be in
accordance with the provisions of the Water (Prevention and Control of Pollution) Act, 1974(6 of 1974)and
the rules made thereunder.

(9) Solid wastes. - Disposal of solid wastes shall be as under:-

(i) the solid waste disposal in Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out as per the provisions of the Municipal
Solid Waste (Management and Handling) Rules, 2000, published by the Government of India in the erstwhile
Ministry of Environment and Forest vide notification number S.O. 908 (E), dated the 25th September, 2000
as amended from time to time;

(i) the local authorities shall draw up plans for the segregation of solid wastes into bio-degradable and non-
bio-degradable components;

(iii) the bio-degradable material shall be recycled preferably through composting or vermiculture;

(iv) the inorganic material shall be disposed of in an environmentally acceptable manner at site identified
outside the Eco-sensitive Zone and no burning or incineration of solid wastes shall be permitted in the Eco-
sensitive Zone.

(10)  Bio-medical waste.-The bio-medical waste disposal in the Eco-sensitive Zone shall be carried out as
per the provisions of the Bio-Medical Waste (Management and Handling) Rules, 1998, published by the
Government of India in the erstwhile Ministry of Environment and Forest vide notification number S.O.
630(E), dated the 20th July, 1998 as amended from time to time.

(11) Vehicular traffic. - The vehicular movement of traffic shall be regulated in a habitat friendly manner
and specific provisions in this regard shall be incorporated in the Zonal Master Plan and till such time as the
Zonal master plan is prepared and approved by the Competent Authority in the State Government, the
Monitoring Committee shall monitor compliance of vehicular movement under the relevant Acts and the
rules and regulations made thereunder.

4. List of activities prohibited or to be regulated within the Eco-sensitive Zone.- All activities in the
Eco-sensitive Zone shall be governed by the provisions of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of
1986) and the rules made there under and shall be regulated in the manner specified in the Table below,

(a) The Monitoring Committee shall monitor the compliance of the provisions of this notification.
(b) The activities that are covered in the schedule to the notification of the Government of India in the

erstwhile Ministry of Environment and Forest number S.O. 1533(E), dated the 14th September,
2006, and are falling in the Eco-sensitive Zone, except for the prohibited activities as specified in
the Table under paragraph 4 thereof, shall be scrutinised by the Monitoring Committee based on the
actual site-specific conditions and referred to the Central Government in the Ministry of
Environment, Forest and Climate Change for prior environmental clearances under the provisions of
the said notification.

(c) The activities that are not covered in the schedule to the notification of the Government of India in
the erstwhile Ministry of Environment and Forest number S.O. 1533(E), dated the 14th September,
2006 and are falling in the Eco-sensitive Zone, except for the prohibited activities as specified in the
Table under paragraph 4 thereof, shall be scrutinised by the Monitoring Committee based on the
actual site-specific conditions and referred to the concerned regulatory authorities.

(d) The Member-Secretary of the Monitoring Committee or the concerned Conservator of Forests shall
be competent to file complaints under section 19 of the Environment (Protection) Act, 1986 (29 of
1986) against any person who contravenes the provisions of this notification.

(e) The Monitoring Committee may invite representatives or experts from concerned Departments,
representatives from industry associations or concerned stakeholders to assist in its deliberations
depending on the requirements on issue to issue basis.

®) The Monitoring Committee shall submit the annual action taken report of its activities as on 31st
March of every year by 30th June of that year to the Chief Wild Life Warden of the State as per
proforma appended at Annexure IV.

(g)  The Central Government in the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change may give such
directions, as it deems fit, to the Monitoring Committee for effective discharge of its functions.

7. The Central Government and State Government may specify additional measures, if any, for giving
effect to the provisions of this notification.

8. The provisions of this notification shall be subject to the orders, if any, passed, or to be passed, by the
Hon’ble Supreme Court of India or the High Court or the National Green Tribunal.

Description of boundary of the Eco-sensitive Zone of Nongkhyllem Wildlife Sanctuary

EAST- The boundary starts from Umling Territorial Beat Office in the north-east 925.964690 latitudes
and 91.857807 longigtudes) (point-2 in the map) and going clockwise, the area is bounded by the
Shillong-Guwahati highway on the East approaching Shangbangla, Pahamrioh, Nongpoh and
Pahamsyiem. It goes along the Community Forest of Raid Nongpoh upto Umtasor Community Forests
(point-3 in a amp at 25.811974 latitudes and 91.823244 longitudes) at about 19 kilometres.

SOUTH- The boundary continues from point-3 and runs clockwise along Nongmahir and Mawpyrhut, land
of Nongbir Village, Nogsder Village, Sohjirang village and private land (point-4 in the map) at 25.1820473
latitudes and 91.732014 longitudes at a distance of about 13 kilometres.

WEST- The boundary continues from point-4 and goes through Ummar, Nongkhnrih to Lailad-Tasku
(Point-1 in the map.- 25.951830 latitudes and 91.758509 longitudes) at a distance of 15 kilometres
(approximate)

NORTH- From Lailad Village (point-1 in the map.- 25.951830 latitudes and 91.758509 longitudes), the
boundary of the District Council tree plantation forms the boundary upto Umladoh village. From here the
Lailad Umling forest road forms the boundary upto Umling Territorial Beat office (at point-2 25.964690
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latitudes and 91.857807 longitudes). Map showing the boundary and land use pattern of the proposed Eco-
sensitive Zone enclosed.
