WHEREAS, the Malabar Wildlife Sanctuary is situatestween 1175' and 1176' North latitude and between 780’
and 78 38' East longitude in the Chakkittapara and Chemtarrevenue villages of Quilandy taluk in Kozhikode
District of Kerala State;

AND WHEREAS, Malabar Wildlife Sanctuary is an intagpart of the Western Ghats and has sharp topbga
gradient ranging from 40 to 1506 metres chara@drisy steep hills, deep valleys, marshy landsvetb. hillocks, and
has perennial water sources;
